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Miss Izard County Fair Pageant Rules

Miss lzard County contestants must be age 17 through 21 years by the date of the contest and a
legal resident of Izard County.

Contestants must have been born a female and cannot be or at any time have been married,
pregnant, or given birth to a child.
Contestants must have never been convicted of a crime nor have any criminal charges pending.

Visible tattoos should be covered with makeup.

Contestants will be judged on the basis of beauty, poise, stage presence, gown and personality.

Miss Izard County contestants will be interviewed individually. The purpose of the interview will
be to help judges determine personality qualifications and speech qualities. A business suit or
dress is required for the interview portion of the contest. Jewelry and shoes of choice. No hats,
gloves, or purses allowed. The interview is mandatory. The interview is mandatory.

Miss lzard County contestants will model a one piece swimsuit and clear or taupe shoes, no
jewelry. Over-all first impression, physical fitness, energy level, proportion of figure in relation to
height and weight, posture, poise, personality, stage presence and confidence are also included.
The interview and swimsuit portion of the pageant will be held Saturday, August 4, 2018 at
2:00pm at Melbourne High School. All contests must be there no later than 1:45pm. The evening
wear (formal wear) portion of the pageant will be held Saturday, August 4, 2018 at 6:00 pm at
the Melbourne High School Cafeteria. (Please note that we are doing all beauty pageant age
divisions and the talent contest that night, starting with youngest to oldest.)

Judges will not be from lzard County and all decisions are final with their names not being
released unless they choose to. Scoring sheets will not be released.
The Fair Association will not be responsible for anything stolen, lost or any clothing torn.

could result in disqualification of the contestant. Any reigning Miss Izard County who does not
conduct herself properly or who brings unfavorable publicity to herself and/or the Izard County
Fair will be required to relinquish her title.

The Miss Izard County Queen will be required to be present at events during the Izard County
Fair August 6 -11, 2018.

All contestants, excluding the winner, of the Miss lzard County Pageant are eligible to compete in
the Miss North Central Arkansas District Fair Pageant on Saturday, September 29, 2018.

The Miss Izard County Queen will represent Izard County in the Arkansas State Fair Queen
Pageant in Little Rock at the State Fair this fall. Contestants in the Arkansas State Fair Queen
Pageant may no longer be contestants in the Arkansas State Fair Youth Talent Contest in the
same year or vice versa.

Photogenic entries will be judged prior to contest. Photos must be picked up backstage the night
of the contest. We are not responsible for unclaimed photos.
